Comfort Bird Idea

From Floyd

Do not throw away the leftover right & left segments when cutting your Comfort Bird blank on the
band saw, but leave at least 1/8” on each side & save them. | give you the Segment Comfort Bird -
By shaving the right & left uneven sides to flatten them & gluing multiple pieces & woods together,
you have a unique Comfort Bird blank. Once dry, overnight, | use a Dremel to shape the bird. As you
can see, it gives the bird a unique stripped look. A little messy & requires extra work but well worth it!
